Due to a shortage of car parking spaces on the Trust main sites, issue of staff permits is restricted and the Trust is forced to operate a waiting list for staff car park permits. 

Permits are issued in accordance with criteria, which are detailed in the Trust Car Park, Traffic and Site Security Management Operational Policy.  

Applications for permits from staff who work weekdays only, are not required to travel between sites as part of their regular duties and, live on public transport routes will not be accepted. Staff who do not have a staff car park permit are not permitted to bring their vehicle on site.
Alternative ways to travel to/from work are encouraged. These include public transport (bus, train, taxi), cycling (secure staff cycle parking areas are available, cycle to work bicycle scheme), walking and car sharing (reduced staff permit charges).

Furness General Hospital

Furness General Hospital is situated on a main bus route. 

Staff bicycle sheds are available for staff use.

Royal Lancaster Infirmary

The Infirmary is situated on the main southbound traffic route out of Lancaster approximately 5 minutes walk from the city centre, 10 minutes walk from the bus station and, 10/15 minutes walk from the train station. There is a regular bus service (X1) between the University and the train station which also passes the front of the Infirmary. The bus stops for both north and southbound travellers are situated on South Road to the front of Medical Unit One. 

In addition there are regular bus services (8A, 8B and 8C) which travel onto the site approximately every 30 minutes from 7.30am to 6pm, Monday to Friday. Bus stops are situated at the front of the Centenary Building and in front of Medical Unit Two.  These buses travel via St Chads,  Ryelands, the Ridge, Lancaster Farms, Hala, Bowerham and, the bus station and the city centre where a link up with other bus services is possible. 

A limited service operates at weekends.

There are city council pay & display car facilities across the road from the Infirmary with pelican crossings providing a safe route of access.

Secure bicycle sheds are situated in several locations around the site and arrangements can be made for staff to access shower facilities where non exist within their own department.

Westmorland General Hospital 

Local buses visit the site at regular intervals throughout the day.

There is a designated bicycle route entering the site from the service entrance off Burton Road. There are bicycle shelters situated on the staff car park at the rear of the hospital and, cycle racks are available to the rear of the Catering Department, providing easy access to staff changing areas. Bicycle racks are also situated at a number of main entrances for staff use.
