Velindre Cancer Centre, based at Velindre Hospital in Cardiff is one of the largest cancer centres in the UK.  It is a forwarding thinking and progressive regional oncology centre, which provides specialist cancer services to 1.5 million people living in South East Wales.  One of the 10 largest cancer centres in the UK, its over-all activity has more than doubled since 1994. The Division now employs over 500 staff and has a budget of over £20 million. Although Velindre Hospital remains the main focus for services, there are also a large number of peripheral out-patient clinics held at other hospitals throughout South East Wales, as well as out-based chemotherapy services.
